1. The President may pardon people of offenses committed against the United States. 

2. The presiding officer of the House is the Speaker of the House. 

3. Congress has complete control over the territories/states. 

4. Congress has the power to declare war. 

5. The Constitution created one Supreme Court and gave Congress the right to establish inferior courts. 

6. The salary of the President cannot be changed during his period in office. 

7. A representative must be a citizen for seven years, twenty-five years 

old, and live in the state. 

8. Congress has the power to establish post offices. 

9. The President can call special sessions of Congress. 

10. All state and federal officials are under oath to support the 

Constitution. 

11. Federal courts have original jurisdiction over all cases affecting ambassadors, public ministers, and consuls. 

12. All revenue bills must originate in the House of Representatives. 

13. The Vice President is the presiding officer of the Senate. 

14. The Constitution was ratified by conventions in nine states. 

15. The President promises to preserve, protect, and defend the Constitution. 

16. Congress may propose amendments to the Constitution by a two-thirds vote 

of both houses. 

17. The Constitution is the highest or supreme law in the United States. 

18. Congressmen are paid a salary out of the Treasury of the United States. 

19. Judicial proceedings in each state are given full faith and credit in 

every other state. 

20. A term in the Senate is six years for each senator. 

21. The President must be thirty-five years old to meet eligibility requirements. 

22. Congress has the power to establish a uniform rule of naturalization. 

23. Amendments may be ratified by three-fourths of the legislatures of the states. 

24. The governor can request that a person be returned to the state where a crime was committed. 

25. The President shall be Commander in Chief of our armed forces.
